Homes for Service 

For 35 years, AmeriCorps*VISTA has been helping meet the needs of low-income communities.  Since 1965, over 120,000 Americans have served through VISTA (Volunteers In Service To America), which places individuals with non-profit organizations to find long-term solutions to local problems. 

Today, nearly 6,000 AmeriCorps* VISTA members serve nationwide with hundreds of non-profit groups and public agencies, such as after school programs, health care facilities, education and literacy organizations, environmental programs, and community centers.  

AmeriCorps*VISTA members fight illiteracy, improve health services, create businesses, increase housing opportunities, and clean up the environment. 

They leave behind lasting solutions to some of our country's toughest problems. 

AmeriCorps*VISTA members donate a year of their lives to improve communities throughout the United States.  They serve full-time in exchange for a living allowance of less than $800 a month.

High rents and low vacancy rates leave few options for AmeriCorps* VISTA members, who earn little more than the people they serve.  Finding affordable housing is crucial in order for these members to serve in Maine, New Hampshire and Vermont.

Host homes – from one month to one year – are needed now so that AmeriCorps*VISTA members can make northern New England a better place to live.
