Summer 2002 -- Homes are needed for AmeriCorps members serving this year in Maine, New Hampshire and Vermont.

More than 1,000 AmeriCorps members serve throughout northern New England with non-profit groups and public agencies - such as after school programs, health care facilities, education and literacy organizations, environmental programs, and community centers. 

AmeriCorps members fight illiteracy, improve health services, create businesses, increase housing opportunities, or clean up the environment.  They leave behind lasting solutions to some of our country's toughest problems.

AmeriCorps members donate a year of their lives to improve communities throughout the United States.  They serve full-time in exchange for a living allowance of approximately $800 a month.

High rents and low vacancy rates leave few options for AmeriCorps members.  Finding affordable housing is crucial in order for them to be able to serve in Maine, New Hampshire and Vermont.

Host homes - from one month to one year - are needed now so that AmeriCorps members can make northern New England a better place to live.

Individuals providing Homes for Service will receive personal benefits by hosting an AmeriCorps member:  

--They can provide the added security of another adult in the home of a single parent or a senior citizen living alone.  

--They have their own transportation, can purchase their own food, and are able to share in household expenses. 

--As members of the household, they can help with occasional chores such as lawn mowing or pet care.

If you have a spare room or extra space in your home, consider providing a temporary free or low-cost Home for Service to an AmeriCorps member.
