Based on our observation 10% of the population surveyed was overweight, 3% was drinking alcohol and 2% smoke.  Research reveal that cultural and demographic factors such education attainment and socioeconomic status may play a role in how well an individual perceive and understand risk factors to make appropriate health care decisions such eating properly and consistent exercise.
