Staff Overview
NACHC has a staff of over 65 employees that is organized into five major divisions, each headed by a Vice President, as well as five specialized technical departments; there are three offices in the metropolitan DC area in Bethesda, Maryland, DC, and Virginia.  
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Community HealthCorps

The Community HealthCorps, with a staff of twelve, is part of the Division of Programs and Planning, the Department of Systems Development and Policy.  The majority of HealthCorps staff works in Bethesda with additional program staff in Maine, New York and San Francisco.  The Community HealthCorps is the largest health-focused AmeriCorps program.  Over the past ten years, the Community HealthCorps has grown from 108 members, serving with seven sponsors, to 650 members, serving with 33 sponsors in over 90 delivery sites in 18 states, the District of Columbia, and Puerto Rico.   

HealthCorps members serve at Community Health Clinics and Primary Care Associations in urban and rural medically underserved areas.  Members serve as health educators, provide case management services, organize health fairs, and provide outreach to schools and communities.
