The program offers a model network of educational offerings targeted to help at-risk youth, ages 14 to 21. The program coordinates home-schooling, general and specialized tutoring, entrepreneurial education/projects, computer classes, teen lounges, peer counseling, mental health counseling, mentoring and case management. The goal of the project is to involve 100 at-risk youth in the network of educational programs by the end of 4 months and continue referrals to other program offerings. Other community churches and groups (local churches, local schools, larger UM organizations, local government agencies) are also involved in helping to provide an even wider "network" of offerings for the participants.
