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the California Local Agency Service Pro­
grams (CLASP). Along with these two 
centers, several agencies are involved, 
including the Office of Education’s K­
12 Service-Learning Partnership (which 
includes 14 school districts), and 30 to 
40 AmeriCorps members. The focus of 
this partnership is to provide service to 
K-12 schools in various forms. Through 
CLASP, AmeriCorps becomes the unify­
ing factor in bringing together service-
learning in both K-12 and higher educa­
tion in the community service-learning. 
Activities include having members di­
rectly serve K-12 students in tutoring and 
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calendar of training events in which all 
streams are represented. Florida began 
implementing the Unified State Plan pro­
cess early on by convening a two-day 
strategic planning event, hosted by the 
Commission, the CNS State Office, and 
Learn and Serve (K-12), with representa­
tives from all streams of service. In an on­
going effort to involve all agencies, rep­
resentatives from traditional volunteer or­
ganizations, state agency volunteer co­
ordinators, and AmeriCorps programs 
will continue to be involved in Florida's 
Unified State Plan process. 

The Indiana State Commission has al­
ways collaborated with the Corporation 
State Office, the Indiana Department of 
Education, and the Governor’s Voluntary 
Action Program to promote and imple­
ment national service initiatives through­
out the state, and included in these ini­
tiative efforts are state cluster meetings. 
The Commission, which split the state 

other areas, and providing service to K-12 
teachers in developing their service-learn­
ing programs. In addition, members re­
cruit UC Berkeley students to serve in the 
schools and work with the Volunteer Cen­
ter to assist community-based agencies ab­
sorb all of the K-12 students who serve in 
the community.

into eight clusters, works with the Na­
tional Senior Service Corps programs to 
host local cluster meetings. Representa­
tives from Learn and Serve, AmeriCorps, 
and the Senior Service Corps within each 
cluster as well as local volunteer centers 
participate. 

As a result of these cluster meetings, part­
nerships have formed between Ameri-
Corps programs and Senior Service Corps 
projects. One such partnership is at India­
napolis, where the Companion Program 
collaborates with IndyCorps (Ameri-
Corps) members to work on house main­
tenance projects. Members of the Compan­
ion Program visit homebound seniors, and 
they often identify repairs needed at the 
house but are unable to perform the work. 
The IndyCorps Program is contacted, and 
members complete the maintenance 
project. The Senior Companion Program 
also has a newsletter with the IndyCorps 
Program phone number to encourage se­
niors to contact IndyCorps.
