What i1s the NCCC?

 AmeriCorps NCCC (National Civilian Community Corps)

Is a full-time, team-based residential program for men
and women age 18-24. Members are assigned to one
of five campuses, located in Denver, Colorado;
Sacramento, California; Perry Point, Maryland;
Vicksburg, Mississippi; and Vinton, lowa.

The mission of AmeriCorps NCCC is to strengthen
communities and develop leaders through direct, team-
based national and community service. In partnership
with non-profits—secular and faith based, local
municipalities, state governments, federal government,
national or state parks, Indian Tribes and schools
members complete service projects throughout the
region they are assigned.

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o September 1993 BIill Clinton signs the
National and Community Service Trust Act
creating AmeriCorps.

 VISTA, NCCC, and Senior Corps all
become part of AmeriCorps.

over 1,000 communities!

Atthe end of the round Corps Members will be
responsible for turning in the documentation from the
Interview to the programs STL. The Corps Member will
submit the hours spent conducting interview's as ISP.
