Progress this Reporting Period—Output Example

	HOW MEASURED

1. What instrument did you use? Weekly Activity Log
2. Who administered the instrument? RSVP volunteers
3. When and how often were data collected? Volunteers filled out the log each time they engaged in tutoring. Volunteers submitted completed log sheets to the RSVP project director at the end of each month from September to May.
4. Number of completed instruments: 320
5. Were data collected as planned? Yes

	RESULTS/TARGET

1. Results: 320 elementary school students each received at least 40 hours of tutoring in reading skills from RSVP volunteers. Volunteers provided a total of 14,800 hours of tutoring, for an average of 46.25 hours per student.
2. Met target? Yes, we exceeded the original target of 300.


Progress this Reporting Period—Intermediate Outcome Example

	HOW MEASURED

1. What instrument did you use? How I Feel About School survey
2. Who administered the instrument? Teachers
3. When and how often were data collected? Pretest administered in September, posttest administered in February.
4. Number of completed instruments: Completed pre and post surveys were returned for 282 students (88% return rate).
5. Were data collected as planned? No. Over the summer, teachers informed us that younger students have had difficulty with the survey, so we developed a simpler version. We also changed the schedule for administering the survey from mid-year only to pre/post.

	RESULTS/TARGET

1. Results: 225 of 282 students (80%) improved by 3 points or more on a 15-point scale measuring attitudes towards reading, doing homework and studying for tests. The average increase for all 282 youth was 3.4 points from pretest to posttest.
2. Met target? Yes, we exceeded the original target of 75 percent.


Progress this Reporting Period—End Outcome Example

	HOW MEASURED

1. What instrument did you use? Reading Skill Level Assessment (RSLA)
2. Who administered the instrument? Teachers
3. When and how often were data collected? Most students completed the assessment in September and May.
4. Number of completed instruments: 305 of 320 students (95% return rate) completed pretest and posttest.
5. Were data collected as planned? For the most part, data were collected as planned. 30 students left the school district early. These students completed the post-assessment 1-3 months earlier than the other students.

	RESULTS/TARGET

1. Results: 57 percent of tutored students (174 of 305) raised their read scores by 20 points or more on the RSLA. The average increase for all 174 students was 23 points from pretest to posttest.
2. Met target? No. We fell 3 percent short of our 60 percent target. This shortfall could be due to normal variations in students from year to year. Another reason may that student who completed the posttest 1-3 months early did not have enough time improve by at least 20 points on the posttest.
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
