1. HS Coordinator 
verifies eligibility of 
each S-V by March 5 
2. .HS nominates one S-
V per class by March 12
3. HS nominations sent 
to Optimist Area 
Coordinator (AC) 

1. Optimist Club 
Selection Committee 
convenes on March 15 
2.  Optimist AC’s 
forward four winners 
from each District to 
MCSC by April 2 

1. MCSC selects top 
eight winners from 80 
District winners. 
2. MCSC organizes 
presentation ceremonies 
for top eight winners by 
April 29 
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
