


of informality. Another, related conclusion is that the work needs to be focussed on
a particular geographic area — a neighborhood — rather than being spread out over
an entire city. The work aims, among other things, to build — and to build on — a
sense of community, and that doesn't happen at the scale of hundreds of thousands
(or millions) of people.

About vision and community. This book has been an attempt to describe one
effort at Community Building in one Chicago neighborhood, Logan Square. It has
been a very small-scale effort, one that has touched the lives of a few dozen people.
It has written no manifestoes, organized no movements, created no grand schemes
for reform. But its vision is powerful: it is a vision not of authority but of
community. It celebrates not individual achievement, but collective wisdom. It
brings people together to appreciate one another's gifts, not diagnose one another's
differences. Itis a kind of community work that builds, not power in the traditional
sense, but the capacity to take care of our own. A powerful community is able to

achieve opportunity and security for its people; this work, in Logan Square, is doing

both.
