Committee Descriptions

Executive Committee:

The President, Vice President, and Secretary shall constitute the Executive Committee.  The President shall appoint another member to join the committee.

Standing Committees:

Finance/Fundraising Committee

The Finance/Fundraising Committee shall review the annual budgets with special attention to the financial needs of the programs and shall plan and implement fundraising events. 

Long Range Planning Committee

The Long-Range Planning Committee shall meet at least semi-annually with staff to review and update individual program goals. 

Membership Committee

The Membership Committee shall recruit, interview and orient potential Advisory Council members as necessary, when vacancies arise, prior to nomination for membership.  

Program Development & Evaluation Committee

The Program Development & Evaluation Committee shall assist in the development of new programs and shall conduct annual appraisals of the operation as required by CNCS and submit the report to the sponsor to be attached to the continuation grant application and report to the Advisory Council.

Volunteer Recognition Committee

The Volunteer Recognition Committee shall assist the staff with volunteer recognition events.

Nominating Committee

A Nominating Committee of three members shall be appointed by the President to recommend a slate of officers at the regular meeting in July.  At the regular meeting in September, the nominating committee shall place in nomination those named at the July meeting at which time nominations will be requested from the floor.  Following nominations from the floor the election will be held.  If there is but one nominee for an office, the election shall be by voice vote. Nominating committee shall select the chair.

Members of standing committees need not be members of the Council; however, the Chairperson of each committee shall be a member of the Council.

Ad Hoc Committees:

Additional committees shall be appointed by the President as needed.


Bylaws Committee

The Bylaws Committee shall meet as needed to review the bylaws and revise as necessary. Recommendation for change shall be presented to the full council for approval. 

Publicity Committee

The Publicity Committee shall assist with publicity for special events and fundraisers, and will maintain and establish contact with major TV, radio and newspapers to seek coverage of SFVS programs
